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Switch Your Brain on for Reading.
Why? 
If your brain is switched on to the type of text you’ll be reading and the possible subject matter you will find the reading easier!
How?

Before you start to read every word of the text you need to skim and scan.

The Process:

· Read the title
· [image: image2.wmf]Does it tell you exactly what this is about? 
· Do you know anything about this?
· Does it seem like a factual or fiction title?
· Check any illustrations

· Do they support the title?
· Have you seen them or something similar before?
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Check the punctuation and layout
· Are there subheadings?

· Are there speech marks?

· Are there any dates or time markers?

· What does the layout/punctuation tell you about the type of text this is?

· Read the beginning of the first few paragraphs

· Ask yourself these questions

· What type of text is this?
· What is it going to be about?
· Do I already know anything about this?
